MANLIUS LIBRARY WORKS WITH LITERACY 

VOLUNTEERS OF GREATER SYRACUSE  

 

More people in our community are learning to read, thanks to a joint 

outreach program sponsored by the Manlius Library and Literacy 

Volunteers of Greater Syracuse (LVGS).  Since 2006, over 140 

volunteers have completed the literacy tutor training program at the 

library.   
 

While LVGS has provided the materials, personnel and expertise, 

Manlius Library programming coordinator Trish Paparone has been 

instrumental to the success of the program.  Paparone has promoted 

the program, registered participants, scheduled meeting rooms, and 

has even physically rearranged furniture to create tutoring ñnooks.ò   
 

In an effort to support these programs, Paparone is a member of 
OCPLôs Adult Literacy work group.  She has sought and received grants 

to build a library collection with a special focus on resources for tutors 

and items that appeal to Adult New Readers.
